1 Introduction

2 Manuscript preparation

The chapter starts with the name Chapter X in Arial, 20 pt, versal font. X will be defined for each chapter before the final submission. The title of the chapter is typed in using upper and lower case letters (boldface 14pt Helvetica) and left on the page. Directly under paper title in 11pt Times, left, upper case letters are the authors’ names and affiliation. The authors’ information should include; name of the organization, address plus the e-mail address of the corresponding author. 

The manuscript must be typed single-spaced using 11 pt Times or Times New Roman font type. In each section, except the first paragraph all other paragraphs should be indented by 0.4 cm. The text of the manuscript must be written in a justified single column. 

The length of the chapter is not limited. However, to reduce costs, take into consideration that FORMER WORKSHOPS had a chapter length of 10-20 pages, on average.
2.1 Figures and tables

The paper format of the manuscripts will be published in BLACK AND WHITE. All figures and tables should be centered, numbered consecutively throughout the text. All figures and tables should be placed after and as close as possible to the corresponding text.

2.1.1 Figures and tables captions
